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It’s not by looking at 
God that you learn 
who Jesus is; it’s by 
looking at Jesus that 
you learn who God is. 
He’s the image of the 
invisible God. There 
is no contrast. 
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        Humans are amphibians—half spirit and half 
animal. As spirits they belong to the eternal world, but 
as animals they inhabit time.  
       This means that while their spirits can be directed to 
an eternal object, their bodies, passions, and 
imaginations are in continual change, for to be in time 
means to change. Their nearest approach to constancy, 
therefore, is undulation—the repeated return to a level 
from which they repeatedly fall back, a series of troughs 
and peaks.  
       … As long as [humans live] on earth, periods of 
emotional and bodily richness and liveliness will 
alternate with periods of numbness and poverty. The 
dryness and dullness …are merely a natural 
phenomenon. [God] relies on the troughs even more 
than on the peaks; some of His special favorites have 
gone through longer and deeper troughs than anyone 
else.  
       The reason is this. … He really does want to fill the 
universe with a lot of … little replicas of Himself—
creatures whose life, on its miniature scale, will be 
qualitatively like His own, not because He has absorbed 
them but because their wills freely conform to His. He 
wants servants who can finally become sons. [He] wants 
a world full of beings united to Him but still distinct.  
       And that is where the troughs come in. … Merely to 
override a human will (as His felt presence in any but 
the faintest and most mitigated degree would certainly 
do) would be for Him useless. He cannot ravish. He can 
only woo …  He will set [his children] off with

communications of His presence which, though faint, seem great to them, 
with emotional sweetness, and easy conquest over temptation … Sooner or 
later He withdraws, if not in fact, at least from their conscious experience, 
all those supports and incentives.  
       He leaves [them] to stand up on [their] own legs—to carry out from the 
will alone duties which have lost all relish. It is during such trough periods, 
much more than during the peak periods, that [they grow] into the sort of 
creatures He wants them to be. Hence, the prayers offered in dryness are 
those which please Him best… [Satan’s] cause is never more in danger 
than when a human, no longer desiring, but still intending, to do [God’s] 
will, looks round upon a universe from which every trace of Him seems to 
have vanished, and asks why he has been forsaken, and still obeys.

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RELEVANT  (rel’uh-vant) Bearing upon or connected with the matter in 
hand; to the purpose; pertinent… 
 
       What is really relevant to me and the life at hand? I’ve watched more TV 
lately than I care to admit and I’ve discovered that much of what I see doesn’t pass 
the relevance test.  
       I don’t take “the purple pill.”  
       I’m not in the market for a new car—I’d buy a good used one anyway. 
       Don’t need a new mattress, or care how the rich and famous have fun.  
       I’m non-partisan. Neither major party reflects my views. Republicans eat at 
the trough of the free market, believing that kindness and generosity are bred into 
the corporate soul. Democrats worship at the altar of civil government, thinking 
that public service and pure motives are corollaries. Then, there are special interest 
parties who see the world through green glasses or through the lens of theocracy. 
Nope. I’m opting out. Non-partisan.  
       I want to be a disciple of Jesus of Nazareth. I don’t want to have Jesus as a 
mistress—to tryst with at church, but go home to who I’m married to. I don’t want 
the new millennium Christ that is a mere shadow of who Jesus is as the son of 
God; I want the first century Jesus who is the cornerstone of real faith but only the 
inspiration for pretenders to it.  
       Here is the challenge: discover what is relevant to those of us who are mere 
sojourners in time. Jesus sketched the challenge in the terms of being “in the 
world” while not being “of the world.”  
       Who am I? Better put, where am I? I am between two worlds: in one, but not 
of it; bound for another, but for the time being, bound TO the one I’m in. If that is 
true, if I and other Christ followers are “between two worlds,” then the question of 
relevance is vital. What really matters?  
       Where do we fit in this world—or do we fit at all? 
       I’ve been reading a book called The Reformers and Their Stepchildren. I 
highlighted this paragraph: 
  

It is implied in the New Testament vision that Christianity is not a culture-
creating thing but rather a culture-influencing one. Wherever the Gospel is 
preached human society becomes composite; hence, since the culture is the 
name given to the total spiritual heritage of an entire people, there can never 
be such a thing as a Christian culture; there can only be cultures in which the 
influence of Christianity is more or less apparent. 

 
       The challenge is to pick through the purple pills and new cars; the fast food 
and loose facts, and lay hold of the things that are important to an eternal God and 
valuable to an eternal people. I’m not here to throw stones, build walls, or tear 
down the establishment. I’m here to live like a sojourner and love like a follower 
of Jesus.  
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The Relevance Test 
By Dan Mayhew 
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Helping Children to Participate Actively 
By Anne Thiessen, George Patterson and Galen Currah, 

Before Jesus fed thousands in the wilderness, He asked his disciples what 
resources they had. Andrew replied that a boy had five loaves and two fish. Jesus 
took this boy’s offering and fed the crowd (John 6:9-10). Early church writers 
reported that this boy later became a Christian leader. Children who take an active 
part in God’s work develop spiritually more readily than those who merely listen 
passively to teachers. 
       A wise Christian leader will recognize what children have to offer. If a leader 
lets children become bored and passive during worship and other weekly activities, 
then many will fail to grow up using the gifts and resources that the Master has 
given them. 
 
Guidelines to Mobilize Children 
 
1. Children benefit from working and playing with adults and with children of 
       different ages. 

*     Children of every culture desire the friendship of older  youths. 
*     To develop socially, children should balance time spent with children of 

their age with time spent playing and working with those of different ages. 
*     Traditional public schools and Sunday Schools often deny children such 

opportunities, segregating them abnormally by age. 
*     We should free children from the stifling, socially damaging practice of 

 consistently clustering children of the same age. 
2. Children love to act out Bible stories for adults during weekly worship.* 

*     Before the worship time, children can meet with a teacher and prepare a 
short dramatization of a Bible story that relates to the adults’ study topic. 

*     Keep the children’s dramas very brief and simple. Avoid long productions  
and elaborate costumes; employ only the simplest of props. The children 
will enjoy looking around the meeting place to find props such as rocks, 
sticks, chairs, tables, papers and baskets.  

*     Coach the children to speak loudly. To help them do so, have them talk to 
those who are standing on the other side of the room. 

*     The dramas are more effective when children of different ages and adults 
do them together. Very young children can play the parts of spectators in 
crowds, other members of a family, animals, and even trees. 

*     Normally children do better if they do not memorize lines word for word, 
but rather the general ideas. Their teacher can give them ideas for short 
dialogues and can prompt them if they forget. For example, tell 
‘Philistines’ to laugh at little David and remark in their own words how 
silly it is for him to fight a giant. 

3. Children enjoy being creative. God has given them good imaginations. 
*     Let older, energetic children write poems, skits and short songs to present 
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to the other children and, if they do it well, to the adults, too. Such 
compositions should illustrate the topic that the adults are learning that 
week. Let musicians occasionally set children’s poems to music. 

*     Children enjoy drawing symbols and pictures of Bible stories. Let them 
show their pictures during worship and explain how the pictures illustrate 
the teaching. 

4. Children enjoy teaching and discipling others. 
*     It is extremely valuable for older children to help teach and disciple 

younger ones. 
*     Teachers can help children to prepare questions beforehand about details 

in a Bible story. When the congregation meets, the children can ask these 
questions, after acting out a story. Children can give the correct answers 
to their own questions, if the adults do not remember the details well. 

*     Children enjoy memorizing Psalms and other Scriptures and reciting 
them for the adults. 

5. Children learn well from non-verbal teaching. 
*     Younger children enjoy singing songs to lively music while making hand 

motions. They should practice songs with hand motions and sing them 
for the whole congregation. 

*     Children love lessons presented with objects that they can see, touch and 
handle.  A wise teacher uses physical objects to illustrate topics, allowing 
the children to handle them and explain what they mean. 

*     A teacher can prepare objects beforehand, coaching the children how to 
explain them during congregational worship.  

 
Most church planting movements multiply congregations that are strongly 

family oriented. Many such churches are small and have no nursery, accepting the 
presence of children as normal. When children take an active part in worship, they 
know that they are an important part of the church body. When children help 
others understand the truths that they themselves have just learned, the truths take 
root in their hearts. Children will also recall the teaching better and be more eager 
to participate in worship. They are also more likely to grow up loving the church 
instead of thinking of it as a boring ordeal forced on them by their parents. Jesus 
welcomed children and found ways for them to participate in His ministry. He 
made use of their gifts and resources. We should do the same.

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What would Jesus Do? 
       We’ve all seen the bracelets and heard the slogan. Some of us have actually 
read In His Steps,  the nineteenth century novel from which the phrase was taken. 
But the question begs an answer, and the answer carries with it an imperative: Do 
What Jesus Would. It’s not enough to figure out what He would do, we have to 
take the next step: do what He would. That’s what it means to live incarnationally 
in our community. Jesus said that He, “did not come to be served but to serve….” 
He is our example. 
       So, do you and your fellowship have any ideas? Here are a couple from 
simple churches in Massachusetts and Manila.   
 
(From Hal Miller, formerly of Salem Community Church.) 
       The Salem, MA home church I was in served meals at a homeless ministry 
run by a local Episcopal church. It was a lovely synergy--the institutional church 
had the facility but few people who would 
serve, our home church had the willing servants 
but no facility to use. 
       I believe home churches know how to eat 
together better than any other group of 
Christians I've met, so serving meals was a 
natural fit for us. 
       The most memorable was a Christmas 
dinner we served. One of us was an extraordinary musician who played jazz 
Christmas carols while the rest of us played butler to the homeless. I didn't want 
the  night to end. 
 
(Michael in Manila, the Philippines)  
       Our group (Filipinos, Americans, Chinese, Korean, German, Lebanese) 
regularly sends a modest contribution to the poor in Jerusalem usually via  
someone traveling there from Manila. Our giving is seasonal and depends above 
all on the known character of the carrier. We have trustworthy contacts in 
Jerusalem who then spend the money we send on helping the saints there (Jewish, 
Arab, and other) as they see fit. One way is via a congregation-based soup kitchen, 
but there are clothing closets and other practical means in place for Christians in 
Jerusalem. Sometimes the money we send goes to a group that helps new 
believers, immigrants to Israel, with job training and placement. Other times our 
money goes to help victims of terrorist incidents. 
       This is one unique way that we serve. Another way is by hospitality. When 
believers from abroad, of any stripe, come to the Manila area, people from our  
group always volunteer their homes, cars, and other means, to see them taken care 
of for their stay. The Philippines is the  missions hub of Asia, so we see many 
travelers coming to and through Manila. 

WWJD? Or DWJW (Do What Jesus Would) 
What happens when simple churches decide to leave the living room 
and go out into the world together? 
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The Simple Rule ~ Communication in small groups can sometimes be 
challenging. The Simple Rule is simply this: always speak in such a way 
that others will want to continue listening. In practical terms that means 
that we should not talk too much or too long (a contribution of about 90 
seconds generally works well. That’s not a “rule” but if you watch, you’ll 
see what I mean). Be careful not to be argumentative or contentious. Tell 
stories that relate to the topic at hand. Listen carefully and stay on track 
with the subject being discussed. Make room for other points of view and 
try to draw others in to the discussion. In short, if people aren’t listening—
that glassy-eyed stare—you probably need to consider “The Simple Rule.”  

Celebrate! ~ It far simpler than we realize to become stale in our 
fellowship. Of all people, followers of Jesus have the most reason to 
celebrate. As a group, become deliberate about finding reasons to 
celebrate. Birthdays, commemorative holidays on the liturgical calendar, 
or just getting together to do something besides study can draw a group 
together and help members become more than just weekly acquaintances. 
Community doesn’t come from just getting together at the same place and 
the same time every week, it grows from shared history, from working 
together toward a common goal, and most of all sharing Jesus’ love.  

Service Projects ~ What if all we did as a house church  was eat, talk, 
sing, and pray? Is that enough? Many fellowships find themselves getting 
bored with meeting. The solution is to pack it up and “take it on the road.” 
Many groups find that the best way to inject a little life into a lifeless 
season is to go out and act like Jesus in the community. Ministry to the 
poor, the aged, or just getting out in the neighborhood to lend a hand is a 
good way to get inspired. It’s also a good way to get in over our heads to 
the point where we have to go the scriptures to figure out how to walk out 
our faith in the various circumstances of modern life. (See facing page.)

We have a number of praises to report, and 2 VERY IMPORTANT prayer requests. 
 
First the good stuff… 
 
   The Clinic is getting very busy: 16-20 patients a day. We see the entire range of 
human conditon from well new-borns to sewing up chain saw assult victims... We 
are gaining trust amongst all the population here, who are very supportive.  
   We have enjoyed good report with the County Health Dept., who send many 
patients our way that would otherwise never be found. We are treating a fair 
number of Hansen's disease patients that are co-managed by the County. We are 
one of the few practices has built this kind of cooperative relationship with  
government.  
   Vickie and I are both becoming involved in the community in other ways: She is 
the Treasurer for the Community Association, and I am the Secretary for the 
Community Development Corp. This has gotten us involved in much more of the 
"goings-on" out here. 
 
There are two major items for prayer: 
 
   There is a 14 month-old Marshalese boy who was brought in by his parents 
weighing 10 lbs. We sent him to the Children's Hospital in Honolulu, where they 
are baffled by his lack of growth. He is returning here with a feeding tube in to try 
to get some stable growth before being re-evaluated. He needs an angel assigned, 
and we need wisdom as to how to keep him from dying. This is a tough 
environment for the fragile... 
    #2 We are reimbursed about 10% to 45% of our cost by Medicare / Medicaide. 
That can change if we are awarded Federal Rural Health Clinic status. We have 
begun that process, but it is a political battle that we are not educated / connected to 
fight. Please pray for wisdom, and for favor with the parties involved (all the  
way up to US Senate). This will help us stay in business, as Medicare/medicaid is 
our largest insurer out here. Almost everyone else is private pay or barter. About 
half our operating revenue last year was gifts. 
   #3 While you are at it, please pray for rain (the tank is almost empty), for the 
birth of our first grand-child in January, for communications systems (our house 
phone is inoperable, and it appears e-mail is unreliable), and for the church here 
(which is struggling with finding its balance).

       Let me summarize the story and plot line by 
offering a quick history lesson. You probably 
know the story of John Newton, the former slave 
ship captain who converted to Christianity and 
wrote the hymn, "Amazing Grace." Newton came 
to faith in Christ during the Evangelical 
Awakening, abandoned the slave trade, studied for 
the ministry and became pastor of the Olney parish where he ministered until his 
death in 1803. Newton came to despise the slave trade which he had formerly 
practiced and began to preach against it.  
       In 1785 he was approached by a young member of Parliament named William 
Wilberforce who had been raised by an aunt and uncle who were strong supporters 
of Wesley and the Awakening. Elected to Parliament in 1780, he experienced a 
conversion to Christianity in 1784 which radically changed his life. It was this 
young Wilberforce who approached John Newton and asked his counsel concerning 
what he as a Christian should do regarding slavery.  
       For the next two years the former slave trader turned pastor mentored the 
young Parliamentarian and evangelical Christian until finally, on Sunday evening, 
October 28, 1787 Wilberforce wrote in his diary, "God Almighty has set before me 
two great objects: the suppression of the Slave Trade and the Reformation of 
Manners." For the next 20 years Wilberforce worked tirelessly in the marketplace 
of political ideas to transform the economic marketplace of the slave trade.  
       Prior to his death in 1791 an elderly John Wesley wrote to him and encouraged 
him in his fight against the slave trade, which Wesley himself detested and 
preached against.  
       Finally, in 1807, Parliament adopted Wilberforce’s Motion for the Abolition of 
the Slave Trade in England. In 1833, one month after Wilberforce’s death, 
Parliament went on to abolish the slave trade throughout the British Empire, and 

they did it on the basis of Christian conscience without 
firing a shot in anger, even offering financial 
compensation to slave owners for the economic loss of 
their property. 
        I think this is a timely movie. Our Post Modern 
culture has, for the most part, forgotten it's Christian 
heritage, and is unaware that many of the social ills which 

are now the subjects of government programs were once addressed by Christians 
who offered a "voice crying in the wilderness" representing the voice of moral 
conscience at a time when such stands were unpopular. Genuine Christianity has 
always been at its best when it has served "the least of these" and this movie is a 
reminder of both our heritage and our promise.

        In his compelling, present-day journal narrative, Jake Colsen (a pseudonym 
for the combined work of Wayne Jacobsen and Dave Coleman) chronicles 13 life-
transforming conversations he has with his newfound friend (who he suspects is 
Jesus’ disciple John). The conversations convict and lead Jake into a radical life-
transformation over the course of four years, from a desperately dissatisfied 
religious “performance-aholic” serving as an associate pastor in a mega-church he 
helped plant, to a life of Spirit-led spontaneity, joy, and freedom based on his ever-
deepening relationship with Jesus and His followers. In the process, he faces his 
darkest fears; struggles through brutal life-circumstances, and wrestles with 
difficult church-based questions that have vexed Christians throughout the ages. 
But be warned, Jake’s roller-coaster ride into intimacy with Jesus turns his life 
upside-down, a journey similar to that any recovering Pharisee must take, like me, 
and maybe you?
