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Remembering Together 

W e 
were meant to remember together, in community. We 
need to tell our stories to others and to hear their stories 
told. We need to help each other with the interpretation 
of the Larger Story and our own. Our regular times of 
coming together to worship are intended to be time so 
of corporate remembrance. “This, God has done,” we 
say; “this, He will do.” How different Sunday mornings 
would be if they were marked by a rich retelling of the 
Sacred Romance in the context of real life. This is a far 
cry from the fact telling, principle listing, list keeping 
that characterizes much of modern worship.  
       One of the reasons modern evangelicalism feels so 
thin is because it is merely modern; there is no 
connection with the thousands of years of saints who 
have gone before. Our community of memory must 
include not only saints from down the street, but also 
those from down the ages. Let us hear the stories of 
John and Teresa from last week, but also those of St. 
John of the Cross and Teresa of Avila … Let us draw 
from that “great cloud of witnesses” and learn from 
their journeys, so that our memory may span the story 
of God’s relationship with His people.  
       Remembering is not mere nostalgia; it is an act of 
survival, our way of “watching over our hearts with all 
diligence.”

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       “Make friends for yourselves by means of the mammon of 
unrighteousness.”  
       Did Jesus really say that? Yup. But it makes more sense in the New Living 
Translation: “Use your worldly resources to benefit others and make friends. In 
this way, your generosity stores up a reward in heaven.”  That fits nicely with 
what Jesus tells a rich man who wanted to inherit eternal life: “sell all you have 
and give the money to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven.” That is 
the only place where Jesus really defines how we lay up treasures in heaven.  
       So, am I going to make a pitch for your money? Well, sort of, but I’m not 
going to ask you for it, only encourage you to hold on to it lightly and be 
prepared to give it away, which is the New Testament principle when it comes 
to money. Generosity and selfless giving is the fulfillment of the Old Testament 
law of the tithe.  
       One of the great things about being part of a simple church community is 
that there is little overhead. No buildings to maintain. No salaries to negotiate. 
No capital fund campaigns. For most of us that is a great relief. The dreaded 
“stewardship” sermons and budget targets become a thing of the past.  
       But does that mean we’re free to hang on to our stuff? Can we be careless 
with our money? I don’t think so. If anything, we have to become more careful 
about how we spend it and where the Lord is telling us to use it. In simple 
churches, I suggest there are three things we should consider when it comes to 
giving.  
 

�� First, what does Jesus say you should do with your money? Nobody 
else has a prior claim on it. If He says your money goes to World 
Vision, Gospel for Asia, or James Dobson, so be it! 

�� Second, are their any needs in your community? James, the apostle, 
wrote, “If a brother or sister is without clothing and in need of daily 
food…and yet you do not give them what is necessary for their body, 
what use is that?” Providing for those in need is a priority for God.  

�� Third, what has your church community agreed to do together? One 
of the Summit Fellowships has agreed to regularly support Dave and 
Carmen Parish in their work in Asia with MAF. It is something they 
decided to do as a ministry of their fellowship.  

�� Finally, are there needs in the church of the city or in the network of 
churches of which you are a part? 

        
       In short, we may be free relative to our finances but we aren’t to be cheap! 
Gone are the days of blind giving. Now, we are obligated to pray for direction 
about that. Giving isn’t optional; it’s an expression of faithfulness. After all, 
Jesus was pretty clear: giving rather than accumulating amounts to wealth in 
the heavenly economy—and you may even make a few friends along the way!.

A Shot in the Arm in Hawaii 
Update: Oceanview health clinic expanding.  

       For more than a year, the Ocean 
View Family Health Clinic has provided 
tuberculosis shots, removed stitches, 
taken care of runny noses and remedied a 
host of other illnesses and injuries. 
       In August, this valuable health 
resource will provide even more service 
to the Ocean View community as it 
officially opens its new, permanent 
facility and expands its hours. 
       "We're all just tickled to death that it's here," said 66-year-old resident 
Johnny Waller. "There's a much larger population than most people realize down 
here, but there is no close health care available. (The clinic) provides a much 
needed service here." 
       Located in Hawaiian Ocean View Estates, the new 1,200-square-foot facility 
consists of two exam rooms, a waiting room, reception area and a small lab that 
is not yet finished. Scheduled to open Aug. 21, the clinic will operate 8 a.m. to 4 
p.m. Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays. Nurse practitioner Vickie Crosby, 
owner and primary provider for the clinic, will also continue to make house 
calls. 
       "I enjoy working down here. We've been here for more than a year and I've 
gotten to know the people of Ocean View, not just as a nurse practitioner, but 
also by becoming a member of the community," she said. "They're a very 
courageous and independent group of people. It's not easy living in Ocean View, 
but the people living out here enjoy it; they enjoy the peace and quiet." 
       Crosby and her husband, Rick (in photo above), purchased Dr. Marvin 
Royce's former office space and house in December and began remodeling 
shortly after. 
       Because the property was on agricultural land, the couple applied for a 
special use permit from the county Planning Commission, which they received 
last week. 
       In May 2005, the clinic began seeing patients one day a week in a small 
conference room at the Ocean View Community Center. The couple had moved 
to the Big Island from Oregon with the intention of retiring here. 
"We wanted to set up a base where we could do medical relief work," Vickie 
Crosby said. 
       Working part-time with a Kailua-Kona physician, she regularly saw a large 
number of people traveling from Ocean View. 
       "I realized I didn't have to go far to find a place that needed health relief,"

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she said. 
       However, setting up a rural health clinic presented many challenges, 
especially in finding a location, and educating people on what a nurse 
practitioner can and cannot do. 
       As a certified family nurse practitioner, Vickie Crosby can provide a 
broad range of services, including evaluation and treatment of conditions such 
as sore throats, ear aches and minor wounds, as well as the management of 
more long-term conditions, such as diabetes, high blood pressure and obesity, 
and routine testing, such as lung-function testing and hearing and vision 
screenings. She also provides prenatal care, well-baby check-ups and school 
physicals, and is licensed by the state to write prescriptions. 
       "We have our place in the medical community," Vickie Crosby said. "It's 
been harder than I thought it would be, but definitely worth it." 
       The clinic has averaged 18 to 20 patients during its one open day per 
week, and Rick Crosby estimates those numbers will continue three days a 
week, bringing in about 60 patients a week. 
       In addition to school children, babies, retirees and disabled residents, the 
clinic sees many immigrants from the Marshall Islands, necessitating an 
interpreter. 
       "The community has been wonderful, and the people are so appreciative," 
he said. "There's no healthcare out here, and there hasn't been for years. The 
closest is a small clinic in Naalehu, and that's still 15 miles away. Otherwise 
they travel to Kona." 
       The couple hopes to expand the clinic in the near future, eventually 
opening the entire building to offer lab services, radiology, dentistry and 
mental health, as well as providing space for visiting specialists. 
       "We want to provide services at a scale that is appropriate for this 
community," Rick Crosby said. 
       He estimated the clinic's operating costs to be about $100,000 a year, 
which includes malpractice and business insurance, salaries, supplies, utilities 
and equipment. The cost will be covered by insurance, private pay and 
donations.     
       While the clinic is a for-profit corporation, monetary tax-deductible 
donations may be made through Ocean View Evangelical Church and 
equipment donations may be made through the Ocean View Community 
Association. 
       "There are very few nurse-owned-and-operated health centers, but it's an 
up-and-coming thing," Rick Crosby said. "Nurse practitioners are starting to 
fill gaps in rural areas. They fill a niche and you definitely don't get rich doing 
that."     
 
Rick and Vickie Crosby are formerly from the Sunday morning Summit Fellowship 
(now Isaiah 61). They are working among a population of Marshall Islanders on 
the south end of the Big Island. Also, see the article about short-term mission 
opportunities. The clinic had its official opening on Sept. 23rd. 
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       As more people from house churches in the region answer a call to 
mission work, there may be more opportunity for supporters here at 
home to set aside time to join them, temporarily, on assignment in the 
field. DELTA Ministries International is an organization that exists to 
help churches explore those possibilities and to assist in making them a 
reality. DELTA, an interdenominational evangelical organization 
specializing in Short-term and Mid-term missions, supports the ongoing 
work of local churches nationwide.  Since 1979, DELTA has trained 
and sent over 4,500 individuals, from over 400 church mission teams to 
68 countries. The organization has extensive experience in assisting 
local churches in having successful and beneficial short-term missions 
initiatives.  
      Regional Director, Brian Stark, says that DELTA’s expressed 
purpose is to serve local churches as they follow God's leading in 
missions by providing a customized program to help make such short 
term efforts successful.   According to Stark, DELTA offers Logistical 
support including planning, travel arrangements, budgets and support 
raising.  
· Pre-field orientation to assist participants in preparation for 

life on the field.  
· Comprehensive training in discipleship, evangelism, cultural 

adaptation, team dynamics and communication.  
· Help in the field, including problem solving and financial 

accountability. 
· Follow-up including evaluation and resource development. ��

       The first short-term mission project 
among the house churches will be to assist 
the health clinic project in Ocean View, 
Hawaii. Dates are not yet set, but the 
Crosby’s have said, “the sooner the better!” 
Stark estimates that the cost of the project 

would be about $1500.00 per person, which could be raised by the 
various fellowships in the network.  
      Future short term missions are being considered including a team to 
be sent to Morelia, Mexico to assist the work at the orphanage being 
served by Jake and Charity Miller.

Simple Churches Plan Short Term Missions 



Since this is the kind of life we have chosen, the life of the Spirit,  
let us make sure that we do not just hold it as an idea in our heads  

or a sentiment in our hearts, but work out its implications  
in every detail of our lives.  

Paul, the apostle, taught that it was the responsibility of a follower of 
Jesus to consider life in the light of the reality of the Spirit. In a culture 
as complex as ours, that is a formidable task, not one that can be taken as 
a whole, but in digestible pieces. The Conversion Project is intended to 
do that, to break off manageable chunks of the culture and consider them 
in the light of the scripture.  
 
Why “Conversion?” 
 
Often, when we think of being “converted” we imagine a salvation 
event, a moment when our lives change in response to the truth of the 
good news of Jesus. The result is that we can forget that conversion isn’t 
merely an event, but a process, not a noun but a verb—from faith in a 
moment of decision, to faith in a lifetime of choices. In other words, as 
life and culture bumps up against the truth of the gospel we have to 
choose how we will respond. Such choices don’t usually happen 
accidentally but intentionally. When Jesus “commands” us to do 
something, “love one another” for example, He is not suggesting that we 
should respond when it’s convenient or when it “feels right” but 
purposefully. The conversion project (or more appropriately “projects”) 
is meant to facilitate the discovery of a purposeful, Spirit-informed 
response to the choices that we encounter in our culture, and then hold 
ourselves accountable for living consistently in the light of discovery.  
 
Repenting “From”–Repenting “To” 
 
To be converted means to leave old patterns behind and enter into new 
ones that are in harmony with what we know of a Spirit-filled life. It 
means to change; in other words, “to repent.” But it isn’t enough to 
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merely stop doing something, to turn from old ways; more than that we 
need to begin doing something else–enter into new ways and live 
differently. Each Conversion Project will assume three areas of repentance: 

*     From independence to community. 
*     From simple assumptions to thoughtful reflection. 
*     From indifference to intentionality.  

In short, each project will not merely be a “download” of information but a 
beginning point from which participants will enter a covenant to discover 
the implications of scripture and to act upon them together.  
 
Conversion  
 
Each project will consist of a group of people who, together, agree to 
embark on a journey of three steps:  

*     Information and exploration. In-depth analysis of an issue in 
light of the Bible. The study could be in a daylong seminar, 
weekend retreat, or a few weekly small group or home church 
gatherings.  

*     Implications. Participants pray together and allow the Holy Spirit 
to convict concerning righteousness so that they can discuss what 
has been learned, then 
attempt to answer the 
question, “how shall we 
then live?” 

*     Application. Members of 
the group commit to live 
out the implications of what 
t h e y  h a v e  l e a r n e d 
intentionally, practically, 
and visibly and to hold one 
another accountable.  

 
Projects 
 
A Conversion Project will never be a one-shot “cognitive download” of 
information, but a commitment to repentance, change and application. A 
project may focus on personal lifestyle, corporate responsibility, or 
intentional influence in the culture. It will always result in an outward, 
practical response—impact in our world. Some examples of Conversion 
Projects are:  

*     Core Values. An examination of the core values that inform our 
society and culture in light of Biblical values. If the values on 
which we build our society and even the organization of the 
church, are not biblical, then what values are? Moreover, how are

we to live accordingly? 
*     Evangelism. What does the Bible say about taking the good news 

into the world? How does one do the work of an evangelist?  
* Covenant, Commitment and Community. Lyle Shaller wrote, 

“The biggest challenge for the church at the opening of the 21st 
century is to develop a solution to the discontinuity and 
fragmentation of the America lifestyle.” What does the Bible say 
about independence and interdependence? Should we have a 
“conviction of corporateness?” 

*     Christianity and Economics. As followers of Jesus, how should 
we experience the world of wealth, poverty, and possessions? What 
does the Bible say about economics? How, then, shall we live 
faithfully?  

*     Mission. Who are missionaries? How are they sent? Does the Bible 
tell us how to go out into the world and make disciples? Let’s go!  

*     Prayer. What does the Bible say about prayer? A look at Jesus and 
his life of prayer. What does prayer look like in the life of the 
follower of Jesus?  

*     Sonship. An ongoing consideration of what it means to be a child 
of God. This topic will be addressed in the form of weekly a 
“discipleship” class and small-group discussion.  

 
These are only possibilities. There will be other projects.  
 
The Adventure 
 
A number of us got together to talk about the church. We all came with an 
answer to this question: What does your heart yearn for in the church? 
People said things like… 

*     That we walk in the Spirit. 
*     That we prefer one another over ourselves. 
*     That we serve as Christ serves the church. 
*     That we be like the book of Acts where everyone was in awe. 
*     That we effectively influence those around us.  
*     That the church should be a lifestyle.  

The Conversion Project is an attempt to take our yearning for the church 
and discover the reality of walking in the Spirit. Do you want your faith to 
be a challenging adventure? Consider taking on a project of faith, an 
endeavor that leads to conversion. Consider leaving the faith you’ve been 
satisfied with and setting out to discover what you’re hungry for.
